ICORD Visiting Trainee program

•	The visit to ICORD must start within one year of the date of offer.
•	Funding will be distributed following the review of applications submitted to the ICORD Adjudication Committee. Results will be announced one month after the deadlines.
•	The total amount of each award will be determined by the availability of funding, and by additional support provided by the host supervisor.
•	A final report is required to be submitted within 90 days of completion of project.

ICORD Visiting Scholar (scientist/clinician) program
•	This program will support visiting scholars to ICORD (up to $15,000 CAD).
•	Priority will be given to scholars visiting from outside of Canada.
•	Established (tenure-track faculty or equivalent) discovery scientists, clinical researchers, or clinicians are eligible to apply.
•	The duration of the visit is expected to be one to three months.
•	It is expected that in addition to a research project at a chosen laboratory, the visiting scholar will be also be involved in teaching/research seminars and meeting with ICORD trainees.
•	The visit must commence within 1 year of the date of offer.
•	A final report is required to be submitted within 90 days of completion of project.
